GENESIS 13

The time had come for Abram to leave
Egypt. At this time Abram was rich in
livestock, silver, and gold. He took all that
he owned, along with his wife, Sarai, and
nephew, Lot. Lot also had flocks, herds,
and tents. As they traveled, the herdsmen
of Abram’s livestock and the herdsmen of
Lot's livestock began to quarrel. There was
not enough land to support all of Abram
and Lot’s cattle and possessions.
